The origin of the LLouvre dates back to the 1200s. Once a royal
residence, it became a museum 1n 1793 during the French
Revolution and 1s now home to artworks dating from the

7th millennium BC to the 1850s. The collections are displayed on
5 levels, in 3 interconnecting wings named after three prominent
figures from French history: Richelieu (1585—-1642), chief
minister of King Louis XIII, Sully (1559-1641), chiet minister of
King Henr1 IV, and Denon (1747—-1825), first director of

the Musée du Louvre.
